MARCH 10-13, 2010

The speakers were outstanding.  They were: Dana Murphy, Corporation Commissioner, State of Oklahoma.  She is a an oil and gas regulation laws specialist; Susan Tully, the Federation (FAIR) for American Immigration Reform, Field Director; Gary Jones, Oklahoma State Party Chairman; Stuart Jolly, Americans for Prosperity; Mary Fallin, Oklahoma's 5th Congressional District; ( Mary Fallin will  be running for governor of Oklahoma in 2012) and JC Watts,former Congressman, Oklahoma's 4TH Congressional District.  All speakers proudly mentioned that Oklahoma is the reddest nation in the nation because all its 77 counties went for the McCain/Palin ticket.

First Guest Speaker: Dana Murphy, Corporation Commissioner, State of Oklahoma emphasized that we must take back America.  She believes we can win but if we are to win we must go back to our roots. Second Guest Speaker:  Susan Tully who is the field director for the Federation (FAIR) For American Immigration Reform .  Some of her main points were: 1.  immigration policies should first benefit American Citizens, 2.  health care is not and should not be a national priority but national safety should be a major concern, 3.  not amnesty but earned legalization, many immigrants are standing in line and following the proper procedure for becoming an American Citizen, high unemployment and still there are illegal immigrants working, the laws are there -- no more laws are needed -- they need to be implemented.  This is not being done.  Laws are not implemented, 4.  hold candidates accountable.  This is one area where most candidates become fuzzy when addressing this issue, 5.  we need to remember that illegal immigrants hurts our health care, public school teachings, and our security; 6. Birthright's citizenship for illegals need to be overturned; 7.  Senator Joe Wilson was correct when he said " You lie."  At that time the health care bill did offer free health care to illegal immigrants and the democrats worked fast to remove this item from the health care bill after the State of the Union address; 8.  we need statesmen and not politicians; 9.  it is impossible to round up and deport approximately 20,000, 000 million illegal immigrants but the government can go after the employers who hire illegal immigrants; 10.  welfare rights for illegals should be eliminated.  

There is no intent under the present Administration to change the illegal pattern at this time.  This issue is dangerous to our national security

 REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES
Membership:  Tonya Stiel is the Chairwoman.  The emphasis is on this committee and increasing membership.  Her goal is to increase membership by 1000 members.   The state of Georgia was the state with the highest increase in membership with a 41% increase of members.  This committee is working on an Orientation Packet for new members.  She want this to be disseminated to all clubs.  Brenda Smith is the advisor for this committee.  The new focus and still very much in the workings are Virtual Reality Clubs.  Really focusing on increasing membership at local clubs.

Mentors are available for local clubs to help with in this area.  Encourage clubs to become more technically astute-- create web pages and use face bookThink outside the box- to attract young republicans have meetings during happy hour at neighborhood restaurant.  Make meetings fun.

NFRW Incentive Pins = Recruit 10 members.  Have clubs join together and sponsor a special event, share cost of an outstanding speaker.  All members to become associate members at other Republican Women's Clubs.  According to Tonya Stiel, the 3 key words this yearare:INVITE/INFORM/INVOLVE.

She wants to give all local clubs the support and resources they need to increase membership.

She talked about to clubs, the Legacy Club and the Rgents Club and both of these are on NFRW' web site.  Every club should set a goal for the 2010 year, from January to December, for the number/percentage that  it will increase its membership.   NFRW implementing a Workbook on website.  Brenda and Linda Smith very familiar with this process Incentive Pins:  Increase by 10 members and club receives a pin, the Top 100 Club is a club for the first 100 clubs to report an increase in membership by doubling that membership, also the member who brings in most new members to receive recognition.  

Legislative: Sara Jo Odom is the Chairwoman.  We need to get more members involved in legislative issues.   Two topics for NFRW are Voter ID card and Katie's Law.  See NFRW web site.  Each local club could send a synopsis of a in-depth study conducted by the club to NFRW and it could be posted on issues web site.  All republican ladies should carry a pocket size copy of the Constitution with them.   These can be obtained from the Heritage Foundation or State Congressional members.  A club should request about 100 of these and use these for the Americanism Committee's project.  

REPORT OF THE SPECIAL COMMITTEES
Americanism:    Roseanne Slonsky-Breault is the Chairwoman.  The focus is on educating school children on Patriotism, our founding fathers, the history of our American Flag.   There is the Lincoln Project is interested that can be viewed on the NFRW website.  

Armed Services:  Sara Sellers is the Chairwoman.   The Support Our Troops comes under this committee.  See website for details.   Also, the Home Land Security comes under this Armed Services Committee and also has a chairwoman ( President Sue Lynch wanted these two committees combined for this year.)  She addressed the directors and mentioned that she is looking for ideas.  The days of concern about tornadoes, disasters, emergencies are concerns of the past.  After 9/11 a whole new view has occurred:  how can we prevent terrorists attacks.  Need to implement all emergency groups to unite their resources to prevent / respond to a attack.  How can all these resources improve their reporting and educate citizens to be alert and report anything suspicious.( need to check website for her full name since I did not see it in print but her first name is Barbara.)

Literacy/MELP:  Carol Alexander is the Chair woman, Montana.  According to her, we are a nation ignorant in our own Constitution, Declaration of Independence, in total in Civic Education.  In the year 2010, the MELP will focus on books that discuss restoring our Founding Fathers' Principles.  The web site is being updated.  September will emphasize Barbara Bush's birthday.   She emphasized the Dictionary Project and the Writing Process.  Also, mentioned passing out bookmark reminders.

Caring for America:  Arla Jean Murray is the Chairwoman.  According to her, American needs more caring for it than ever before;  it is the heart of our NFRW Club.  Some examples that she gave are: knitting binders to go inside soldiers helmets, the Constitution in all schools and in all children's hands, birthday cards to foster children.  

Outreach:  Angie Boyntor is the Chairwoman.  This is a new committee formed by Sue Lynch.  The purpose of this committee is to connect and give the NFRW credibility with the RNC and other coalitions.  Sue Lynch mentioned that after this Board of Directors meeting she with have a conference call with Michael Steel.  Some of the goals is to target candidates per state presidents, identify rallies, connect with websites with like minded ideas.  She mentioned connecting with the Heritage Foundation and Freedom Works.  She hopes this Outreach Committee becomes permanent.  This committee is to implement this Coalition Theory.   Angela Sailor who is the Director of Coalitions for the Republican National Committee spoke to the group.  She represented Michael Steel who was unable to attend.

Angie Boyntor then addressed the other area  for this committee which is diversification.  She emphasized that the NFRWC needs to enhance its ways to attract minorities.  The NFRWC needs to  showcase its beliefs and accomplishments.  It needs to target persons with disabilities an women of minority descent.   Some ideas she suggested: attend special events that highlight women of minority descent, write in ethnic newspapers.
